NEW TYPES OF WEAPONS AND MILITARY EQUIPMENT IN THE
MORAVIAN SERBIA DURING THE SECOND HALF OF THE FOURTEENTH
CENTURY

The representation of helmet with decorative crest from relief depiction at
the stone parapet panel from Hilandar Monastery, which was built in about 1380 as
part of the restoration of the Prince Lazar, is a part of his coat of arms. Helmet with
crest was well known heraldic motif in medieval Serbia, especially since the
blooming of western heraldry in the time of King and emperor Dusan. It was
depicted on the coinage, stone monuments, seals, signet rings, and other objects.
The representation is unique and very realistic and it shows the helmet of type
bascinet with visor and with large chain collar - aventail. The visor most probably
belongs to the type of side pivoted visor which was attached at the two pints on the
sides of the skull of a helmet. This type of visored bascinet is of a Western origin
and was produced from about 1370 to about 1410. That means that visored
bascinet which was represented in the Hilandar Monastery was the modern weapon
of that time. The helmet bears a crest in a form of pair of curving horns as well as
some other ornaments which makes it the representative object of the time.

There are swords with characteristic hilts which distribution patterns are
concentrated in the southeastern Europe, more precisely on the territory of Balkans
and Pannonian plane. Their pommels are of square shape, which was denoted by
the Ewart Oakeshott as his type Z and cross-guards are horizontally curved in the
shape of letter S. This shape of cross-guards was marked by Oakeshott as his type
12. Swords with square pommels (type Z), S-shaped cross-guards (type 12) and
characteristically fullered blades of type XXb are also recognized by the Marian
Gtosek as a distinct group of finds. Morphological variations of these types of
pommels and cross-guards are divided in the subtypes (Z1-Z3 and 12a-12c).

The youngest group of swords with such hilts was known from the Venetian
archive as a spade schiavonesche. These are swords for one-and-a-half or one hand,
most usually with subtype Z3 pommels and, almost always, with subtype 12c cross-
guards. They represent morphologically and metrologically relatively restricted
group of finds. Many of these swords are today housed in collections in some Italian
towns and the term spada schiavonescha from the Venetian historical sources refers
to them. They were produced during the second half of the 15" century.

There is another group of swords with square pommels (Oakeshott's type
Z) and S-shaped cross-guards (Oakeshot's type 12) which are somewhat different
than Italian spade schiavonesche. These are large knightly swords with long double
edged blades and long hilts for one-and-a-half or two hands which indicate that
they are somewhat older than previous group. Almost all of these swords have the
cross-guards of subtype 12b and most common shape of theirs pommels are of
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subtype Z2 (more specific, its variation Z2b). Their blades are characteristically
fullered and they mostly belong to the type XXb. On the basis of the dating of these
blades as well as on some of their other characteristics, production of this group of
swords and related specimens could be dated form about 1420 to about 1500. The
distribution pattern of swords with these typological traits and related specimens
indicated the Pannonian plain and bordering areas that generally correspond to the
medieval Hungarian state. That is why the use and most probably the production of
this group of swords can be related to the 15th century Hungary.

Besides two abovementioned group of swords, there are still some
specimens with square pommels and S-shaped cross-guards which could hardly be
put in some of those two groups. They are large knightly swords which are generally
typologically close to the group which we conditionally could call "Hungarian®
group. But, unlike them, they never have blades of type XXb and cross-guards of
subtype 12b. They also never have cross-guards of subtype 12c, but always of
subtype 12a. Instead being of type XXb, theirs blades are usually of types Xllla and
XVla and square pommels could be of any subtype (Z1-Z3). Although they
represent more heterogeneous group of finds than two previous groups of swords,
they still have some important typological differences (cross-guards of subtype 12a
and blades never of type XXb) as well as different distribution pattern. Their
distribution pattern is located south of the rivers Sava and Danube and it generally
correspond to the territory of medieval Serbian state.

Swords with square pommels and S-shaped cross-guards which were
produced in Italy and most probably in some eastern Adriatic towns during the
second half of the 15" century were known in Italian sources as spade schiavoneshe.
But the oldest historical record of the spade schiavonesche is from the Dubrovnik
archive and it is more than a half century older than time when the production of
Venetian schiavonesca sword even started. In the will of the blacksmith Dobri¢
Bunisali¢ from the 1391 there are mentioned “... doe spade schiavonesche” Historical
record from the Dubrovnik archive could not be ascribed either to the Italian spade
schiavonesche or Hungarian group since the production of the former began just
around 1450, and production of the later most probably didn't started before 15
century. That is why the record from the 1391 could be only referred to the oldest
group of swords with such characteristic. Spade schiavonesche got their name in
Italy after the Slavs from the eastern coast of the Adriatic that used such weapon in
the Venetian military service. But in the medieval Dubrovnik, term Sclavonia had
even more specific meaning and referred to the mediaeval Serbian state, rulers and
people. Such interpretation is consistent with archeological data about these swords
and indicates their origin in medieval Serbia sometime during the second half, or
even more precisely, around the middle of the second half of the 14th century.
